WAEC recognises Unilorin

he West African Examinations Council (WAEC) has recognised the excellence of the University
of llorin and has therefore elected it into the Nigeria National Committee of the Council. The

According to a letter addressed to the University of Ilorin by the Director of Administration, Mr. S. B.

“The Nigeria National Committee (NNC) is the highest policy making body of the Council in Nigeria
and meets once each year usually in December. Membership of the Committee is drawn from various
stakeholders in the education sector ...”, the letter reads in part.

The Registrar of the University, Mrs. Olufolake O. Oyeyemi, has been appointed by the Vice-Chancellor
to represent the University on the Council.

Speaking further, the Vice-Chancellor, who was represented at the occasion by the Deputy Vice-
Chancellor (Academic), Prof. Kolade L. Ayorinde, said that there is no problem of disconnection between
the proposed programme and the needs of the industry in the proposed programme because it is meant to
reach the target people, a situation that informed the invitation of stakeholders in agriculture, especially
the Directors of Agricultural Development Programmes and Programme Managers, across the States of
the Federation for their inputs in the development of the curriculum.

The Vice-Chancellor noted that the workshop was part of the fruit of the landmark Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU) signed by the University of Ilorin and SAFE on November 19, 2011 adding that
such pacts between the University and other institutions and agencies are meant to fast-track development
in a world that is increasingly becoming inter-connected and that all those who should be part of such a
workshop were invited.

In his welcome address earlier, the Dean of the Faculty of Agriculture, Prof. O. A. Omotesho, who was
represented at the event by Prof. J. O. Atteh, recalled that the University of Ilorin entered into a pact with
SAFE on a number of issues including training for post-harvest education, agro-business and agriculture
extension for the purpose of achieving the first Millennium Development Goal (MDG) which is poverty
eradication through the achievement of food security. He said the Faculty decided to use a bottom up
approach of tapping from the stakeholders before presenting a curriculum to the University Senate. He
noted that from his experience as a consultant to Kwara, Niger and Kogi States, he has learnt that the
farmers know what they need than the policy makers and farmers disagree with up to 50% of policies
developed for them and that farmers’ ideas are often the best.

In his paper, “The Challenges of Agriculture in Nigeria in
the 21% Century: Agricultural Extension Education
Response and Curriculum Relevance”, the Head of the
Department of Agricultural Extension and Rural
Development, Prof. O. A. Adekunle, disclosed that a year
period of education for a farmer has been found to increase
his added value to agricultural production by 24% and that
formal and non-formal education through extension
services can off -set low level of education among farmers.

In her own presentation entitled “The SAFE Initiative in - ALL AGAINST HUNGER, R—I;: Prof.\
Africa”, the SAFE Regional Coordinator for West Africa, Ayorinde, Prof. Atteh and Dr. (Mrs) Akeredolu
Dr. Mercy Akeredolu, traced the history of SAFE to

Mr. Ryochi Sasakawa, a Japanese who witnessed first-hand hunger in Ethiopia for the first time and his friend,
Dr. Normon Borlaug, the acclaimed father of the Green Revolution and Nobel laureate. She said the duo partnered
former American President, Mr. Jimmy Carter, to mobilise African leaders against hunger in 1986. According to
her, the fund now involves 14 universities and colleges in eight countries. “In Africa, the delivery of new
technologies is still largely the responsibility of publicly funded extension services. However, the public
extension organizations in SAFE’s target countries lack the capacity to support many of the value chain activities
implicit in market led small holder development,” she said.

Other speakers at the workshop included SAFE Director for Nigeria, Prof. Sanni Miko, who spoke on “Sasakawa
Global 2000 in Nigeria: 18 Years of Field Experience and Impact”, Dr. (Mrs). O.R. Karim, the Head of the
Department of Home Economics and Food Science and Dr. Festus Annor Freepong, who shared the Ghanaian
experience with the participants.

Apart from staff and students of the University of llorin, the workshop was attended by SAFE programme
coordinator from Abuja; Country Director, SG 2000; Programme Managers and Directors of Extension Services
as well as Chief Extension Officers from Nassarawa, Benue, Kogi, Delta, Rivers, EKkiti, Ondo, Osun, Oyo and
Kwara States as well as participants are from Kwara State University and Bowen University, Iwo. Also there were
the Directors of ARMTI, NSPRI and NCAM as well as Heads of the Department of Agriculture from Ilorin East
and llorin West Local Government Areas and Farm Managers of Afan, Pavvnios, Seap, Ccepe and Fadama.

Distinguished ladies and gentlemen, what strikes me most and | want this audience to note is that
education is the gateway to success. So, the first thing that comes first in life is education and it is always
essential that we put first things first and prioritize appropriately. With a good education, every other
thing will be attached to it and there is no short-cut to success. One remarkable thing about our
distinguished guest is that is a man of high intellectual attainment and a leader of great learning. For your
education and inspiration, let me quickly without his permission tell his story in two brief paragraphs.

Our guest lecturer of today was born on the 14™ of November, 1969 in Lagos. After his primary education
at Lara Day Nursery and Primary School, he attended the famous Baptist Boys’ High School, where he
finished his secondary education in 1985. He had his A levels at Abany College in 1988 and obtained a
Bachelor’s Degree in Economics from the University of Reading, United Kingdom, in 1991. He also
attended the University of Oxford (1992) and graduated from John F. Kennedy School of Government,
Harvard University in 2005.

Though he was elected to represent Abeokuta South Federal Constituency in 2003 when he was just 34
years old, his status did not debar him from pursuing further studies, as indicated earlier. As a result of his
vast insights, he served in several capacities in the House of Representatives before he was
overwhelmingly elected Speaker on November 1, 2007. As you are aware, his leadership has brought
about considerable reforms in the tripartite mandate of representation, legislation and oversight in that
important arm of Government: the legislature.

One important lesson in the career of our Honourable Guest Lecturer that you need to emulate is passion
for learning and self-development.

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and zeal to your studies, be the best you can in what you do and your future will be secure. | repeat that
education is the first thing you need to acquire and in today’s world, your first degree is not enough. You
must aspire for something greater, something higher.

I do not want to take much of your time. It is the first time in recent years that a personality that we have
today, who is the number four citizen of the country, will be enriching our academic community through
a public lecture. It is a great opportunity and I think those of you who are here should consider yourself
fortunate.

Therefore, listen attentively and do not only pass through the lecture, let the lecture pass through you. If
he can get there, it means that you too can. But you cannot get there if you are not adequately prepared.
Like the Boys’ Scout slogan, “be prepared” and this preparation consists of being committed to your
primary assignment in the University and being committed to the pursuit of the University motto:
character and learning.
