and structures of the University of Ilorin have been destroyed by rainstorm. But before Usain could 
Bolt to the finish line, many of the damaged property, including the Information Technology 

facilities, have been repaired and renovated by the University management. 
 

The rain started around 6:00 p.m. and was soon followed by a gale of sandstorm and a hail of thunderclap 
as staff and students caught up were seen scampering for safety. Soon, the windowpanes started to fly 
about with trees uprooted, branches torn, roofs smashed, masts mangled amidst frightening lightening.

As the inspection team led by Prof. Oloyede 
managed to pass through the roads in the 
University, which had been blocked at many points 
by tree branches that were torn off by the rainstorm, 
the Vice-Chancellor noted that it would have been a 
different thing if such a rainstorm had occurred in 
the day when many students and staff would be 
around, with some of them possibly taking shelter 
under the trees. He then directed the relevant organs 
of the University to clean up the campus and restore 
the University beauty. 
 

By the following day, Saturday, workers were 
sighted on campus cleaning up the roads, fixing 
window panes in the Senate building just as 
engineers worked on repairing the damaged IT 
facilities such that all that could be seen by the 
following Monday were tell tales.  

Prof. Oloyede, who is the Executive Secretary and National Coordinator of NIREC, made this submission 
while addressing the press in Bauchi last Wednesday (April 21, 2010) at Zaranda Hotel, preparatory to the 
2010 first quarter meeting of the body. 
 

According to the Professor of  Islamic jurisprudence, “while some people may wonder why there are still so-
called religious crises, though they are ethnic and socio-political crises cloaked in the garment of religion, and 
question the work of NIREC, the truth of the matter is that those people wonder in the wrong way. They 
should have wondered how grave and worse the situation would have been without the work of NIREC.” 
 

The Vice-Chancellor maintained that “what we all know is that while the presence of law may not totally 
prevent criminals from perpetrating crimes, the absence of law would result in total anarchy. This is how 
NIREC should be viewed vis-à-vis the socio-political crises that often manifest in some parts of the country.” 
 

The President of the Association of African Universities (AAU) described NIREC as a fifty-member body, 
comprising an equal number of Muslim and Christian leaders, including traditional rulers, across the country 
under the co-chairmanship of  His Eminence, the Sultan of Sokoto, Alh. Muhammad Sa’ad Abubakar, and His 
Grace, Archbishop Dr. John Onaiyekan, President, Christian Association of Nigeria (CAN).   
 

“Since its establishment in 1999, the Nigeria Inter-religious Council (NIREC) has been trying its best to bring 
Muslims and Christians together with a view to emphasizing their areas of convergence, rather than 
divergence, resolving conflicts, promoting peace as well as actively engaging Muslims and Christians such that 
potential critical issues would be prevented from snowballing into conflicts, ” he said.

Prof. Yerima gave this insight while delivering a distinguished personality lecture organised by the 
Faculty of Arts Students Association (FASA), University of Ilorin, entitled  “The Place of Humanities in 
the Twenty First Century: A Discourse” , organised in honour of a former lecturer in the Department of 
English (then Department of Modern European Languages), University of Ilorin and Vice-Chancellor of  
Kwara State University, Malete, Prof. AbdulRasheed  Na’Allah, last Wednesday (April 21, 2010) at the 
University of Ilorin.  
 

According to the don, disciplines in humanities have continued to work with the sciences in the 21st 
Century in many ways including through the creative expression in the new genre of “Sci-fi” movies 
where both scientists and scholars of humanities collaborate. His words:  
 

“Humanities has continued to work with the sciences for example, through the creative artistic 
expressions of films in the “Sci-fi” movies where both the Scientists and the scholars of Humanities, dare 
to take a bold look at the future of man.  But their unifying strength is the power constantly through 
“words” which makes up the report of the consensus or the ones that create the dissensions that constantly 
serve as reminders to man of his own mortality.”  
 

Quoting the 19th century English Poet, Matthew Arnold, who said “without poetry, our science will 
appear incomplete,” Prof. Yerima submitted that the sciences and the humanities evolve positive 
ideologies which trigger in man that feeling to live – to even outlive his own humanity.  He posited that 
the humanities needs a process of rethinking through its basic usefulness to life in order to make it more 
relevant to the essence of life.  He argued that there is a need for this because human values change 
everyday and man must constantly understand the process of change and allow new meanings to emerge.   
 

He challenged scholars in the humanities to make the field relevant in the 21st century by widening their 
discourse to include areas previously thought as forbidden just as he suggested that the frontiers of 
literature and the Arts must be expanded to take on issues like homosexuality. According to the Professor 
of  Theatre Arts, who was trained by Prof. Wole Soyinka, “the frontiers of literature and arts must change, 
it must be prepared to meet the challenges the twenty first century lays before it.”

The Guest Speaker at the occasion, Dr. O.A. Awojobi, in his lecture, entitled “Biomedical Engineering in 
Rural Health Care Delivery,” urged the graduands to exploit the next two years of housemanship and 
youth service to pass their primary examinations. He also advised the neonate physicians to offer 
hospitals housemanship services without pay if the need for such arises. 
 

According to the well acclaimed Guest Speaker, “you can’t put value on the actions of doctors, it is a 
voluntary calling.  Pay less emphasis on money at the beginning, later, you will dictate the fees.  There is 
cutback on house job, payback time is months or years away.” 
 

The lecture, which included a 20 minute documentary, educated the young medics on the down-to-earth 
approach he used to conquer the challenges of rural medical practice in Eruwa, Oyo State, which included 
collecting and purifying rain water, powering the hospital with maize cubs and continually negotiating the 
salary of staff in an open and collective audit of income to factor in the loss or profit incurred in attending 
to poor patients, who could not afford to pay their bills but had to be treated as well. 
 

Speaking at the occasion, the Dean of the Faculty of Clinical Sciences, Prof. A.B.O. Omotosho, 
appreciated the University management and parents for the support provided to the graduands throughout 
their studentship in the College of Health Sciences. He also congratulated the graduands on their success. 
 

The occasion featured the presentation of 11 College Prizes to winners. Five of the prizes were won by 
Rabiu Saheed Olalekan who shared one of his prizes with Famro Olayinka Felicia.  Other College Prize 
winners included Afolayan- Oloye Olabisi Israt who was the best student in Community-Based 
Experience and Service Programme; Ampepetee Kehinde Kayode, Lawal Bashir Oladimeji and Weli 
Izeiru Olayikwele. 
 

Dignitaries at the occasion included the Minister of Sports, Alhaji Bio Ibrahim; the Chairman of the 
Nigerian Medical Association, Kwara State Branch, Dr. A.B. Olokooba; the representative of the 
Nigerian Medical and Dental Council (NMDC), Dr. Fagbayi; Deans, Directors and members of the 
University of Ilorin community.
