he Director General and Chief Executive Officer of the dNeti Biotechnology Development
Agency, Prof. B.O. Solomon, has posited that economic and slesi@lopment will only remain
a dream in any nation as long as appropriate technology is not develngedppropriately
deployed .

Delivering his keynote address to the Olu Obafemi Internationafe€ence on African literature and
Theatre, themed “Cultural Construction and Re-invention for Glodace Agenda” at the University of
llorin last Friday (April 2, 2010), Prof. Ojaide in his paperh&lDreamer’s Distant Love: Contemporary
African Literature, Globalization, and the Quest for Rgachallenged African writers to promote
African cultures and traditions in their writings and resis prevalent temptation of eroding their
Africanity, a by-product of globalisation.

Describing Prof. Olu Obafemi as a writer that advocate&nbw/ledge of indigenous history and cultural
experiences, the well known poet espoused how African literatgramiise their writings “to affirm the
positive values of justice, equality, fairness, freedamg sensitivity as ideals that promote peace in
society.”
Prof. Ojaide attribuid a major cause of lack of peace to
relationship between the powerful and their victims just as
he identified the abuse of power exercised by the majority
groups over the minorities as one of the factors that fan the
embers of violence. “Avoiding exploitation, oppression,
and marginalization of the weak, as of civilians, minorjties
and have-nots, is very important in ensuring peace because
those taken advantage of tend to fight back,” he said.

Prof. Solomon said that the exploitation of the Biotechnology, an tasp&hemical Engineering, has
brought Brazil into the class of the major economics sayingrhthe current imperative for Nigeria, the
future does not lie in Agriculture, Transportation or Telecomuatidn but in biotechnology.
