Therbathfains that God has been good to
Nigeria but the problems confronting the country are self-iefficand are within the control of the
stakeholders, if they have the will to pursue the pathsifge, peace, harmony and prosperity.

The statement reads in part:

1.The Council is disturbed and dismayed about the ongoing crisis,iRPlabsau State. The frequency
of unrest, destruction of lives and property in the state is ohrgueat concern and does not give
room for the much needed development.

2. It is the basic tenet of any genuine form of both Christiaanid Islam that peace and harmony are
gifts of God and a great value to be promoted and built up. Hureais Bacred and belongs to God
alone to give and to take away. It must therefore be respgxtadcted and preserved by all men
and women who claim to believe in God under any name. Settling athyokigrievances through
violence and bloodshed is ungodly.

4. At the same time, we fully support and reinforce the paag® appeal of the Inter-religious
Committee of Plateau State, issued in the very heat avibets, calling on all to eschew violence,
seek peace and work for it.

5. These tragic events certainly challenge us all to addhessleep hurts, festering wounds and
unresolved grievances leading to and resulting from earlier egisotieere is need to pursue the
path of true reconciliation of hearts and minds, based on justice, repentance and forgiveness.
This specifically challenges the leadership of both faithgin hands in deploying the best of our
spiritual resources in this difficult task of healing the pidimemories of the past, thus paving the
way for a brighter future.

6. We once again recall that the primary responsibility to ensacurity of life and property rests
squarely with government. We commend efforts so far madeortaia the crisis. But more
certainly needs to be done, especially in the area of preweamid vigilance. We therefore call on
government and all relevant agencies of state security to gireater and more effective
responsibility in absolving its priority duty to ensure the safatd security of all law-abiding
citizens.
