The formal inauguration came up 
last Tuesday (February 10, 2009) at Sheraton Hotel and Towers, Abuja. 

 

The new Pro-chancellor and Chairman of Council, University of Ilorin, is Alhaji Tukur Mani, a 
distinguished member of the last National Political Reform Conference from Katsina State and Chairman 
of Council, Katsina Polytechnic, Katsina. 
 

Other members of the Council are Hon. Babatunde Eesuola, Alh. Saka Sa’adu, Mr. Sanni Garuba and 
Chief (Mrs.) Biodun Olujimi, apart from the internal Council members.

Olatunji urges govt to increase education funding  
 Professor of Chemistry at the University of Ilorin, Gabriel Ademola Olatunji, has urged the 
Federal Government “to increase significantly” the funding of education in Nigeria in order to 
add more fillip to teaching and research activities and propel Nigeria to greater development. 
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The don made this call during his Inaugural Lecture, 
“Journey to the Promised Land:  The Travails of an Organic 
Chemist” delivered at the University of Ilorin last Thursday 
(February 12, 2009), which coincided with the lecturer’s 
60th birthday. 
 
Citing the cases of Malaysia, Taiwan, Singapore and Brazil 
specifically, Prof. Olatunji submitted that behind their 
successes today is a “commitment to scientific and 
technological research” urging the government to bolster 
research activities in the country through additional funding 
of the universities and research institutes. (Cont. on page 3)

At the inauguration ceremony, the Minister of Education, Dr. Sam Egwu, observed that mismanagement 
largely accounts for the negative tendencies that befall the education sector in the country. 
 
According to the minister, the education “sub-sector is at present, beset with some inadequacies which 
affect its capabilities for the actualisation of government’s policy objectives for national development.” 
 

Problems confronting the educational development of the country, the Minister recalled, include 
“declining academic standards, inadequate and crumbling infrastructure, unstable academic calendar, 
examination practice, inadequate deployment of modern ICT” and members of the various councils were 
charged to deploy their vast experiences to re-positioning the sub-sector. 
 

The Federal Government further charged council members to refrain from primordial sentiments in the 
appointment of vice-chancellors, rectors and provosts recommending merit to be their guiding principle in 
such appointments.  The Minister unfolded a plan to recognise the best governing councils in the colleges, 
polytechnics and universities across the country and urged all councils to try their best to justify the 
confidence reposed in them by the Federal Government. 
 

Joining the external Council members of the University at the inauguration were the internal council 
members of the University, including the Vice-Chancellor, Prof. Is-haq O. Oloyede, the Deputy Vice-
Chancellor (Academic), Prof. Kolade L.  Ayorinde; the Deputy Vice-Chancellor (Management Services), 
Prof. Albert B. Olayemi; the Registrar and Secretary to the Council, Mrs. Olufolake O. Oyeyemi; the 
Bursar, Mr. Ayo Sijuwola; the Provost of the College of Health Sciences, Prof. B. J. Bojuwoye, former 
Deans of Arts,  Prof. Ade P. Dopamu; and Prof. Yasir A. Quadri. 
 

Among the new pro-chancellors of federal universities and chairmen of councils inaugurated are Deacon 
Gamaliel Onosode (University of Lagos), Brig. Gen. Raji Rasaki (rtd.)(Federal University of Technology, 
Akure) Chief Wole Olanipekun, SAN (University of Ibadan), Prof. Iya Abubakar (University of Abuja) 
and Ambassador Ignatius Ajuru (University of Jos).  
 

Others include Dr. Wale Babalakin, SAN (University of Maiduguri), Prof. Ango Abdullahi (Abubakar 
Tafawa Balewa University, Bauchi) Mallam Adamu Ciroma (Ahmadu Bello University, Zaria); and Chief 
Abiola Morakinyo (Obafemi Awolowo University), among others. 
 

Speaking on behalf of his co-chairmen of Councils, the Pro-Chancellor of the University of Lagos, 
Deacon Onosode, thanked the Federal Government for the honour conferred on them to serve the country 
especially through the critical education sector.  He promised, on behalf of the chairmen and other 
members of councils, to work hard to make meaningful impacts in the development of the tertiary 
education sub-sector in the country. 
 
Earlier in her welcome address at the occasion, the Minister of State for Education, Hajiya Ai’ishatu J. 
Dukku, reiterated the significance of education to the development of the human capital of the country.  
She congratulated the appointed members urging them to carry out their important assignment with every 
sense of duty.

Don’t abandon your studies - Gbadeyan tells PG stud ents

In the lecture, the German-trained organic chemist chronicled the story of 
his early education when it was foretold that he would become a 
Professor of Science, a prophesy that eventually came to pass 13 years 
ago.  He also acknowledged the contributions of his teachers, at the 
secondary and university levels, to his carrying out advanced research 
successfully in Germany, where he bagged his German Doctorate Degree 
of Dr. rer.nat. (Ph.D) in 1980.   
 
While explaining the several organic compounds that had been isolated 
and synthesized by him, Prof. Olatunji disclosed the health risks of using

At its inaugural meeting held in Abuja last Tuesday, the 
Council noted with pleasure that the University of Ilorin 
remains the most academically stable in the country with 
eight years of uninterrupted calendar, describing it as a 
“hot cake” of admission applicants. 
 

Going through the University dossier including calendar, 
act, regulation, policies, statistics and other documents, 
the Council noted that the foundation of the University is 
solid and the main task now is only to develop it further. 
 
After the meeting, the Council took some time off to 
inspect the University land in Abuja and emphasised the 
need to develop the land in earnest.

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Prof. Olatunji’s research further traversed the areas of medicinal herbs and he gave a therapy to malaria, 
discovered in the course of his research. His words: 
 

“The search for herbal anti-malarial drugs has also been part of my research efforts.  The plant popularly 
called “Dokita’ gbo” or “Awopa” in Yoruba, and botanically known as Rhamnus purshiana or Cascara 
sagrada has been investigated in my laboratory… The plant, in combinations with some other plants like 
lemon, leaves and fruits, leaves of Azadirachta indica (Yoruba – Dongoyaro) is soaked in ‘seven-up’ drink 
for about 6 hours and the light golden yellow tonic is taken after meals three times a day for one week.  This 
dosage is potent enough to protect for at least two years against malaria attack”. 
 

In his remarks, the Chairman of the occasion and Vice-Chancellor of the University, Prof. Is-haq O. 
Oloyede, commended the 88th Inaugural Lecturer describing his lecture as “interesting and entertaining”.  
Prof. Oloyode further directed that some of the equipment recommended by the don should be moved from 
where they are located to the Central Science Laboratory so that they could be of benefit to all researchers.

He frowned the attitude of some post graduate students who abandon their programme as soon as they 
finish their course work and emphasised the need for PG. students to sign ‘Form 19’ as soon as they 
complete their defence, given that it is the signing of this form that marks the end of the obligation of 
payment school fees for the postgraduate students.  
 
In his speech at the occasion, the Secretary of the Postgraduate School, Mr. S.A. Muhammed, challenged 
POGSASS leaders to see their election as an opportunity to serve and leave their mark in the sands of 
time and not as an opportunity to embezzle money. He also advised the PG students to abide by the rules 
and regulations governing their studentship as attempts to lobby officials of the PG School amounts to 
breaking university regulations which the officials would not condone. He added that what the executives 
do as leaders is a pointer to how they will handle other responsibilities as leaders of tomorrow. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Speaking on behalf of his fellow executives, the President of the Postgraduate Students Association, Mr. 
Adam Abdullahi, in his acceptance speech, highlighted the problems facing the Postgraduate students, 
emphasising the accommodation problem that came along with the movement of the University to the 
Permanent Site from the Mini Campus. He requested that the university give the Association a portion of 
land to build its PG Resource Centre and also lamented the lack of Identity Cards in the fashion of those 
given to other students of the University.

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Unilorin Bulletin : One year of weekly outing  
Like November winds, one year has quickly howled away since the inauguration of the Board of Unilorin 
Bulletin. And, it has been one year of putting in all it requires to keep the internal and external audiences 
of the University of Ilorin abreast of the developments within the University. 
 

Towards the actualisation of the regeneration for a new age that constitutes the thrust of the new 
Administration, the Vice-Chancellor of the University of Ilorin, Prof. Is-haq O. Oloyede, had constituted 
a six-member board for Unilorin Bulletin on Tuesday, February 11, 2008, just a few months after its 
inception.  
 

The Board comprises Mr. Doyin Mahmoud, a former Editor of The Herald, Chief Executive of Daily 
Independent and Editorial Board member of The Guardian, who is now the acting Head of the 
Department of Mass Communication, as Chairman and other academics/ professionals as board members: 
Dr. (Mrs.) V.A. Alabi, Mr. M.A, Adedimeji, Mrs. S.S. Abdulbaqi, Mr. A.R. Ajiboye and Mr. Z.I. Aliagan 
(Secretary). 
 

At its inauguration, the board was charged to: improve the editorial content and aesthetic design of the 
Bulletin in order to meet both national and international standard, pattern the Bulletin after the Monday 
Memo of the National Universities Commission, distribute the Bulletin to all staff  electronically and 
ensure a weekly production with the maiden edition published on February 18, 2008. 
   
Between then and now, the board has lived to its billing and successfully produced 53 editions bracing the 
challenges to keep the publication, that some readers refer to as Monday Tonic, afloat with the support of 
the University administration. From a computer print-out method started with, Unilorin Bulletin has 
metamorphosed since June last year to a glossy cover with three or more additional folios in print, leaving 
no stone unturned  in disseminating University information to all and sundry with thousands of staff, 
students and friends of the University receiving it electronically every week. 
 

Toady, there are regular readers of Unilorin Bulletin in the Americas, Europe, Asia and other parts of 
Africa and it is the window through which the vast audience see the University. While hundreds of events 
that constituted the stories of the Bulletin had happened between last February 18 and this week that the 
re-packaged Bulletin marks its first year, the following provides the headlines of reports that have made 
the front page of the Bulletin since then for a reflection on how the University has fared:
