Text of the Address Delivered by the Vice-Chancellor,&ssity of llorin, Professor Is-hag O. Oloyede,
on the Occasion of the Colloquium on Collaboration between Engineers ediddVIExperts organised
by the University of llorin on January 14, 2010.

It is my pleasure to welcome you all to this occasion. | waatso congratulate those of us who are here.

That notwithstandingbitier late than neveand it is my belief that
we will all take advantage of the insights it will providesssthat we can also apply the discussions to
our own areas of specific interest.

It reads: “This world is held up by
four formidable pillars: the wisdom of the learned, the justicéne great; the prayers of the righteous and
the valour of the brave.” We are here this morning in our ¢asiolding the world together through the
first of the four pillars that has not allowed us to perikb:wisdom of the learned.

| also think everyone of us should belong to at least one of thedtegaries. It is even better if some of
us can combine some or all of the four. If you are not learnedpdt too late to learn. If you are not just,
you can begin now and you will be great. If you are not prayerful, ktiaw prayer as well as
righteousness is the soul of life and the dearth of it, iresityc has made our life soulless. And if you are
not brave, be a man of valour; fight for what is right and dat vena@ght. It isbetter late than nevend it

IS never too late to start what is good and noble.

Distinguished ladies and gentlemen, one of the implications afdtemm burst and globalization is that
we cannot just sit down in our corner and think we are making prodratiser, we have to collaborate,
network, interface and cooperate with others. We cannot cuddle up imanons and think we are the
best. Rather, we should make what we have available sottieat can give us ideas, which translate to
growth and development. The old word is ‘hoard’; the new word is ‘shigre old world was round; the
new world isflat, providing a level playing ground.

As members of the ivory tower, one of the academic mythsthieatforce of globalization is fast
dismantling is the compartmentalization of knowledge. Knowledgarsulative and interconnected. The

If I may bring my experience as an inter-faith enthusiast astddent of religion to bear on this, many of
us may not realize that our major religions of Islam and Chmigtidnave more in common than in
contrast. But as a result of a combination of open misatregs ignorance and sheer indiscretion, people
don’'t seem to see the similarities but focus on the differefides contributions of religion to personal,
social and national development are left untapped and what isrefieated by the intellectually lazy
ones is the outdated song of Karl Marx: ‘religion is the opiuth@fmasses’.
