he Head of the Department of the Performing Arts, Prof. Akinale, has called on the
authorities of the University of llorin to increase the pointsrde® to creative writing during the
promotion exercises. He made this appeal while speaking at ardeptal lecture delivered by
Prof. David Whitton of the University of Lancaster in his Diyp@nt last Thursday (May 21, 2009).

According to Prof. Akinwale, creative writing is not much apmtd for promotion exercises, a
situation that he noted has even improved in the University oaf llmw because there was a time that
creative writing did not attract any point at all in the pHst.therefore urged performing arts scholars to
write academic papers on each of their plays performedguse urged management to continue to let
creative writing attract more points than it is.

Earlier in his lecture, “The Theory and Practice of Thedtres”, the Secretary General of the
International Federation of Theatre Research (IFTR), PRAdfitton, whose academic visit to the
University of llorin was facilitated by an IFTR member andueer in the Performing Arts Department,
Mr. Jeleel O. Ojuade, noted that it is not until recently Theatre Arts is accorded its independent status
saying that the field used to be part of other deparsriararts.

He highlighted the fault line between the theory and practiceeatrth arts suggesting that it is desirable
for academics to combine theory with practice. While desugitie relationship between the theory and
practice of theatre arts as interconnected and hierarchilcal, don submitted that appropriate
documentation of performances is a crucial role that acadeimicgd play.

Corroborating the guest lecturer, a lecturer in the DepartnentAustin Emielu, who moderated the
programme, noted that the difference between performingatsitioners and scholars is that while the
former enjoys wealth and fame, the latter enjoys theemtspi belonging to the intellectual class. He
observed that some people still combine theatre scholarshippwatéssional theatre practice and thus
combine the benefits of both while the students of the departmemntaemed the visiting don with a
performance of ‘Time For Change’, the AAU drama presentation.

The specialist in French theatre dwelled extensively on the maasrd of polyglot theatre which takes
different forms and aims at different ends. He described Wwhatalled ‘linguistic promiscuity of

polyglot theatre’ as a reflection of global events such as iredemsmigration, multiculturalism and

increasing cultural plurality of countries.

Prof. Whitton opined that there is no linguistic homogeneity in aogiem country of the world adding
that England which was the most homogeneous of European countries in tthe gh@smost plural
society today. The don cited a 1965 polyglot performance by Prot Bfmfinka in England where the
media of presentation switched from English to Yoruba and then tpnPad an example of polyglot
performance as he noted that the performance confused a seftenaudience. He also acknowledged
Ola Rotimi as a playwright who often experimented with plolytheatre.

The 1974 Ph.D. holder explained the purpose of polyglot theatre as that
of inclusion and exclusion. He added that such exclusion and tta init
confusion it generates, as obtainable in abstract arts, @tnte
provoke the mind into thought.

He posited that polyglot theatre is a realism reflectingdgmeamics of
contemporary life and there are more bilingual speakers in thiel wor
today than there are multilingual speakers.
