Making his presentation at the beginning of a two-day orientation programme organised by the University 
of Ilorin Centre for Research, Development and In-House Training (CREDIT) for the new academic and 
non-teaching staff of the University last Monday (November, 9, 2009) on the topic, “The Purpose of 
Workshop:  The Reason for Change”, Prof. Oloyede stated that all life is about attitude.(Contd. on page 2)

frican universities have been challenged to rise to their duties by not only generating ideas but by 
also converting their research efforts to industrial growth and development. 
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Academics were also charged to collaborate with one another in 
the present age of globalisation as development can only be 
achieved through the harmonisation of science and technology, 
education and industrial policies. 
 

These were part of the submissions of experts and resource 
persons who spoke at the African University Day forum 
organised last Thursday (November 12, 2009) at the University 
of Ilorin.  
 

They were all unanimous in suggesting that universities and 
industries have to partner in order to advance their common 
interest, which is development.

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There is a need for change, by VC

“The first important condition for anyone to be successful is a function of attitude.  Everyone has attitudes 
but it is not everyone that has the right attitudes….  In a new environment or workplace, attitude really 
matters. If I may ask, what is your attitude to God Who created you?  What is your attitude to the 
University of Ilorin where you are now employed? What is your attitude to your superiors, colleagues, 
subordinates or fellow human beings?  What is your attitude to yourself?  Some people consider 
themselves as failures… Our life will be as good as we think it is,” he observed. 
 

After highlighting the ten objectives behind the workshop, the first among which is “preparing you for 
change in tune with a new environment and a rapidly changing world,” the Vice-Chancellor reflected on 
change saying that change has been the most constant feature of life since time immemorial and that the 
early Greek philosopher, Heraclitus, “believed that everything in nature is in a state of constant change”. 
 

He related change to the scientific concepts of ‘dynamics’ and ‘inertia’ arguing that based on Newton’s 
Law of Inertia, and the forces of dynamics prevalent in life and in the University environment, everyone 
must be ready to change or be changed and “a staff member of the University of Ilorin is essentially 
expected to be dynamic, not inert”. 
 

“There is a need for change in the way we think, in the way we talk and the way we act.  Let us always 
remember that the only permanent thing in life is change and change we must.  A black man in America 
rode on the slogan of “change” to change the polity and become the first of his kind to preside over 
America.  That is the power of change.  There is a need for change and that is why the University of Ilorin 
is changing”, he submitted. 
 

While further reflecting on the story of a preacher and his precocious son that solved a difficult puzzle, 
ultimately teaching that “if a man is right, his world will be right”, the failed marriage of Socrates and his 
wife, Xanthippe, and Dawn Abraham’s “ten power of positive thinking guidelines”, the Vice-Chancellor 
told the participants that the University is doing its best and they are supposed to play their part.  Saying 
that everyone has a choice to make in life, he noted that “many of us would realize we need to change our 
eating, sleeping, spending and working habits to achieve our goals”. 
 

Concluding his presentation, Prof. Oloyede recalled that “when Western education first came to Nigeria, 
to be educated was to know one’s three R’s: reading, ‘rithmetic and ‘riting.  To be successful as a staff 
member of the University of Ilorin and indeed as a citizen of the world today, you must remember the 
three R’s: respect for self, reasoning with others and responsibility for all your actions. Above all, you 
should know how to PUSH: Pray Until Something Happens”.

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Knowlege is capital, the rest is money - Don

While giving his opening remarks, the Vice-Chancellor, Prof. Is-haq Oloyede, who was represented by 
the Deputy Vice-Chancellor (Management Services), Prof. Albert B. Olayemi, noted that the day was an 
important day that every university was expected to commemorate.  He observed that such a forum is 
necessary especially as Africa faces such challenges as poverty, hunger, diseases, which are not as 
prevalent in other parts of the world as they are in Africa. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

He noted that the resource persons at the occasion were consciously chosen and participants were 
enjoined to transfer what would be gained from the programme to their different areas of study, because 
knowledge without application is defective. 
 

In his lead paper at the occasion, “Research-Industry Linkage: Critical Issues and Strategies for Action” 
the Director General/Chief Executive of the National Centre for Technology Management (NACETEM) 
Federal Ministry of Science and Technology (FMST), Obafemi Awolowo University, Ile-Ife, Dr. Willie 
O. Siyanbola, observed that countries in today’s world must improve their capacity to produce and 
manage knowledge.  
 

Dr. Siyanbola noted that universities and industries hardly interacted in the past but the need of the day, 
which is the continuous generation and application of new knowledge, necessitates University-Industry 
interactions, which is studied globally under the framework of National Innovation Systems (NIS). 
 

While encouraging researchers to patent their inventions before disclosing them in journals so as to 
“patent, publish and prosper” in that order, the resource person belied the saying that he who wants to 
catch a monkey should imitate a monkey, counter-arguing that an educated person has to outsmart a 
monkey, not imitate it, in order to catch it. 
 

He deplored the weak university-industry interactions prevalent in Nigeria and urged researchers to 
conduct market-driven researches while industries should exploit the inventions of the university.  He also 
advocated the establishment and strengthening of brokerage/interface organisations and concluded that 
new knowledge is desirable and, quoting the Nigerian-American Computer and IT genius, Prof. Philip 
Emeagwali, that “knowledge is capital, the rest is money”. 
 

Speaking also at the occasion, Prof. Joseph A. Morakinyo, in his paper that focused on the theme of the 
forum, “African Universities: Linkages with the Productive Sector”, observed that “it is becoming 
increasingly clear that the higher educational sector and the industrial sector need each other in the 
emerging world of knowledge economy and technology-based businesses” just as he called for mutual 
cooperation and confidence building between the two. 
 

Prof. Morakinyo, who is the Director of Technical and Entrepreneurship Centre of the University, 
remarked that linkage between universities and the industry is not new.  He identified such partnerships as 
the driving force behind the industrial growth of many developed nations.  He then clamoured for linking 
the training offered by universities to the needs of the society just as he enjoined universities to emphasise 
the market value of different disciplines and specialities while the university should pay “more attention 
to human capital development which must be aimed at acquiring contemporary skills through in-service 
training and short courses for junior and senior academics.” (Contd. on page 5) 

He observed that though the role of universities has been to 
generate and impart knowledge, the missing link confronting 
many African universities is that while graduates have knowledge, 
they lack skills.   
 

This lacuna, the Vice-Chancellor added, had made universities to 
develop Research and Development units to address the yawning 
gap, which makes people say that university products are not 
employable.

In her own submission, the Director of Planning, National Board for Technology Incubation and linkage 
person of the Board with the Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT), Prof. (Mrs.) Olusinmibo 
Boroffice, observed that for universities to move forward, there must be a productive research culture and 
not just basic research. She lauded the University of Ilorin on the quality of academic leadership the 
University is blessed with noting that her interactions with the past and present Vice-Chancellors of the 
University have left indelible imprints on her mind about the commitment of the University to the promotion 
of research and scholarship, which is the foundation of the much-needed development. 
 

In his own remarks, the Director of the National Centre for Hydro Power Research and Development, 
University of Ilorin, Prof. Bolaji F. Sule, noted that, with specific reference to Engineering graduates, six 
skills are need by 21st century graduates.  These, he said, are analytical skills, practical skills, computer IT 
skills, communication skills and management skills. Elucidating on entrepreneurial skills, Prof. Sule 
submitted that graduates should be able to plan, coordinate and organise effectively, possess financial 
numeracy, be adaptive to changes, be innovative in thinking and ideas, be willing and be competitive. 
 

In their contributions, the STEP B research winners, Prof.  T.S. Ibiyemi and Prof. J.A. Obaleye noted that 
one cannot manage what one does not understand.  They opine that products of universities are not supposed 
to be job seekers but job providers, noting that products of other higher institutions, excluding universities, 
should be job seekers. The top-notch researchers attributed the fact that graduates seek jobs as part of the 
failure of the system noting that for the university system to attain its full potential, the system, which 
comprises a model of four components, education and research, industry, government and finance, has to be 
fully functional. 
 

Present at the forum were principal officers of the University of Ilorin, representatives of Kwara State 
Government and institutions like Kwara State University (KWASU), Kwara State Polytechnic 
(KWARAPOLY), Kwara State College of Arabic and Islamic Legal Studies (CAILS), Agricultural and 
Rural Management Training Institute (ARMTI), National Council for Agricultural Mechanisation (NCAM), 
Agricultural Development Programme (ADP) and a mixed audience of lecturers, technologists, university 
administrators and the private sector. 
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Ideas stressed as Unilorin hosts ng.NOG conference  
he Vice-Chancellor of the University of Ilorin, Prof. Is-haq Oloyede, has remarked that the foisting 
of the Anglo-American hegemony on the world is a phenomenon that exists by virtue of better 
ideas and knowledge and not as a result of population strength. 

 

This was part of Prof. Oloyede’s submissions while delivering an address entitled “From a Global Village 
to a Virtual Room”, during the opening ceremony of the 4th Nigeria Network Operators Group (ng.NOG) 
workshop and conference held last Monday (November 9, 2009) at the new Department of Geology 
Building, University of Ilorin. 
 

The Conference, which attracted participants from within and outside Nigeria, was a forum through 
which IT practitioners and network operators developed their skills and the Vice-Chancellor said such 
skills and ideas are important components of development. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
The Vice-Chancellor said it is disconcerting and disturbing that at a time internet access is taken for 
granted in other countries, it is still an issue in Nigeria.  Prof. Oloyede therefore decried the fact that some 
Nigerian universities are absent on the global internet map while some primary schools elsewhere have a 
strong presence on the internet. He added that workshops and conferences themed around technological 
advancement in Nigeria can thus only be a stone cast in the right direction.  
 

Prof. Oloyede also used the occasion to appeal to the ng.NOG and the ICT Forum to address the issue of 
private registrars disconnecting some Nigerian universities from the .ng domain.  The Vice-Chancellor 
also urged the bandwidth consortium to exercise restraint in disconnecting .edu.ng domain subscribers 
from the rest of the world especially in the face of the restrictions that confront the subscribers regarding 
bank regulations associated with remittances of payment to the consortium. 
 

The Guest of Honour at the occasion, Prof. Ayo Oluleye, described the workshop as a collective 
responsibility that should be sustained while the Chief Instructor at the workshop, Mr. Sunday Afolayan, 
urged participants to transfer the skills gained at the workshop to their colleagues and friends who did not 
have the opportunity to attend. The Director of COMSIT, who is also the Chairman of the Workshop 
Local Organising Committee, Mr. T.I. Aiyelabegan, appreciated all those who made the workshop a 
success.

Courtesies 
I, on behalf of the Council, Management and the University of Ilorin community, want to begin this brief 
address on a note of appreciation to God, the Author of life, and then to the great minds behind Magna Charta, 
beginning from the courageous King Henry I, under whose reign, to the best of my knowledge, Magna Carta 
was first issued in 1215.  
 

I also duly acknowledge those 430 rectors of Universities who signed the Magna Charta Universitatum 
Europaeum in Bologna some 21 years ago. You will agree with me that without their foresight, this lecture 
would not have held. My appreciation further dovetails to the Secretary General of the Magna Charta 
Observatory, Bastian Baumann, who is ably sharing with us his profound knowledge of the topic, “Magna 
Charta Universitatum: The Spine of World Universities”.  
 

I welcome all our guests from all parts of Nigeria and beyond. We are grateful for honouring us with your 
distinguished presence. You are all welcome. 
 

The Universe 
The universe has not ceased to amaze me; it is most terrific. The universe is a vast repository of billions of 
galaxies. A spiral galaxy is at least composed of at least two hundred billion stars and the stupendous Milky 
Way is just one of the billions of galaxies in the universe. The universe is marvelous and our earth is just like a 
dot compared to the sun, which is much smaller than a tiny dot compared to the universe. 
 

The University  
The university is the epitome of scholarship, the pinnacle of research and the cornerstone of development. It is 
a place where civilizations are shaped, where the youths are prepared and the future of a country is 
determined. The university is the academics; the university comprises undergraduate and graduate students all 
united by the pursuit of knowledge, the quest for education and skills for the betterment of our world and the 
advancement of humanity. The university is the confluence of ideas that shape the destiny of humanity. The 
success of civilization lies in the output of universities. 
 

The Universe in the University 
I think the naming of the university, the root of which is universe, is not coincidental. It is because there is the 
universe in the university. This means that as wide and vast the universe is, the understanding of what it is all 
about lies within the university. Our understanding of the universe will be parochial, if not outright zero, 
without the enlightenment provided by the university. It is also true that no one can lay claim to the universe; 
the same way the university is a treasure bequeathed to all humanity. 
 

A Typical University 
A typical university is universal, open to fresh ideas, receptive to novel ideals and committed to advancing the 
frontiers of the human zeal to yearn, to know the unknown, to think the unthinkable, to discover and to 
discern. Without the university, the universe is in peril.  
 

The University of Ilorin is a typical university, a university par excellence. We are proud to be associated with 
the ideas and ideals underlining Magna Charta Universitatum. It is our conviction that importing best practices 
of the universities across the universe and networking with others can only make our University greater. We 
are the second University to join and sign the Charta in Nigeria and I hope that after this lecture, other 
universities in Nigeria and Africa will join us.  
 

It is our utmost pleasure to be a signatory to the Charta and it is our honour to have with us today the Secretary 
General of the Observatory.  
 

The Secretary General 
Mr. Bastian Baumann obtained his primary and secondary education in Osterode/Harzund Hannover, 
Germany. He studied at the University of Trier, Germany, Universidad de Malaga, Spain and at the Free 
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University with an academic background in Law. He has specialisation in International Public Law, 
European Union Law, Comparative Law and the Law of International Organisations. In addition, he 
studied Anglo-American Law and Higher Education Research at the University of Kassel, Germany. 
 

He worked for three years for the European Students’ Organisation (ESIB now called ESU) which is 
responsible for the Bologna Process. He has worked extensively on the Bologna Process as a “Bologna 
Expert” funded by the European Commission. He has been a member of the working groups that 
developed the European Qualifications frameworks and the team that drafted the German National 
Qualifications Framework. 
 

Currently, he is the Secretary General of Magna Charta Observatory, Bologna, Italy. Magna Charta 
Observatory deals with the fundamental principles and values of the University, institutional autonomy 
and academic freedom. He is responsible for the daily work of the organisation which includes both 
administrative as well as political. He represents the Magna Charta Observatory towards Universities, 
Ministries and International organisations in the field of higher education. 
 

He was a Consultant on higher education with the European University Association (EUA), the European 
Association of Quality Assurance Agencies (ENQA) and individual Ministries of Education. He had also 
worked as a Personal Advisor to the President of the European Language Council (CEL-ELC).
