“To our beloved students and leaders of tomorrow, it is important for you to be well-informed of the 
dreaded disease – AIDS; particularly among the students with special needs.  We must not take advantage 
of these special people to infect them with the dreaded virus.  Rather, we must constantly protect them in 
view of their special nature”, he said. 
 

The Deputy Governor further indicated that concerted efforts are being made to ensure that people have 
adequate knowledge about the inherent dangers in HIV/AIDS.  He noted that the war against the dreaded 
disease is a global one which involves all stakeholders.  He clamoured for spreading the message not the 
virus just as he averred that the disease, for understandable reasons, is prevalent among the youths. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
In his own address, the Dean of Education, Prof. D.O. Durosaro, noted that the Centre for Supportive 
Services to the Deaf is not just the only one of its kind in Nigeria but is also the only pilot project of its 
type in Africa.  He congratulated the Centre for facilitating the achievement of the full potentials of many 
hearing-impaired young people through their ability to acquire University education in various fields of 
learning at the University of Ilorin. 
 

According to the Dean, who was represented by Prof. N.B. Oyedeji, the challenges facing the Centre are 
in the areas of accommodation, staffing and communication equipment.  He submitted that the Centre 
would do more if the challenges it is facing are addressed. 
 

Highlights of the occasion included the teaching and learning of the American Sign Language, Drama 
Presentation on the theme of avoiding the HIV/AIDS through abstinence by the CSSD students and 
musical interlude by pupils of the School for the Handicapped. 
 

The two-day workshop was anchored by resource persons including a product of the Centre, Dr. Abdul 
Quadri Mohammed of the University of Ilorin Teaching Hospital, who presented a paper on “HIV/AIDS 
and Persons with Heairing Impairment” and Prof. Ayodele Ojuawo, Chairman, Unilorin Technical 
Committee on HIV/AIDS who presented “Causes, Symptoms and Effects of HIV/AIDS”. 
 

On the second day of the programme (Friday November 6, 2009), three paper presentations were made 
after the acting Director of CSSD, Dr. (Mrs) F.O. Olasehinde-Williams, opened the floor with a recap of 
the previous activities. While Mr. Tola Odusanya of the Federal College of Education (Special) Oyo 
spoke on “Social Life of the Deaf in Relation to HIV/AIDS”, Dr. J.O. Fayeye, the acting Head of 
Sociology Department, examined “HIV/AIDS and People with Special Needs: A Sociological 
Explanation of Vulnerabilities”.  The last paper was presented by Prof. J.A. Adewuyi on the “Prevention 
and Management of HIV/AIDS”.

He expressed his hope that the students will return to their countries after their education with beautiful 
memories of Nigeria. 
 

The Director of the Centre for International Education, Prof. Emmanuel Adow-Obeng, who was 
represented by his Deputy, Dr. A.O. Omotosho, congratulated the students on their admission to the 
University of Ilorin. He told them they extremely lucky to have benefitted from the full scholarship they 
enjoy and as he urged them to work hard to justify the privilege.  
 

He urged the Francophone students, who are currently going through the language immersion programme 
of the University, to work extra hard so that they can attain the level of proficiency in English that would 
help them to cope with the challenges of an English-speaking University. He disuaded them from all 
actions that could jeopardize their admission such as cultism and crime.  He also warned the students 
against campus politics or joining National Association of Nigeria Students (NANS) saying that as they 
are not Nigerians, they could only be members of their International Students Association. He disclosed 
that the University would provide the students with TV and personal computers and he encourged them to 
join their colleagues in the effort of cleaning of the University environment. 
 

Also speaking at the occasion, the Dean of Student Affairs, Prof. S.A. Abdulkareem, traced the history 
behind the admission of foreign students to the visit of the University delegation to Ghana last year where 
it was discovered that there is a large community of Nigerian students there in spite of the huge school 
fees paid.  He described the admission of the students as part of the commitment of the University to 
promoting African integration. 
 

 Prof. Abdulkareem observed that foreign students tend to speak their native languages and he advised the 
students against this trend saying that having Nigerian friends is what can help them in improving their 
English. He said developing good communication skills in English would keep them confident while he 
noted that they have no option than to be hardworking and excellent so that the far distance and the border 
they crossed to reach the University would not be in vain. 
 

In her goodwill message, the Registrar of the University, Mrs. Olufolake O. Oyeyemi, who was 
represented by Mrs. R.A. Okojie, reiterated the importance of good conduct and urged the foreign 
students to adhere to the University dress code. 
 

Present at the occasion were Dr. J.O.O. Amali, an Assistant Director at the Centre and Mr. Olabisi 
Adewara who represented the Director of Academic Planning.

The responsibilities of the Centre, she noted, are: to locate and provide resources (both human and 
material) as well as support services necessary to facilitate the learning of deaf students pursuing various 
degree programmes in the University of Ilorin; coordinate activities of the personnel employed at the 
Centre with the sole purpose of promoting active learning by the deaf students of the University of Ilorin; 
and arrange for the provision of social welfare services (including counseling services) for the deaf 
students through interactions with appropriate units of the University and relevant outside agencies. 
 

The acting Director expressed her delight to showcase the achievements of the Centre, saying that a 
product of the Centre had emerged the overall best graduate of the Faculty of Education recently while 
other graduands have become successful legal practitioners, medical doctors, among other professions, 
saying that deafness does not mean dullness. 
 

She enjoined hearing-impaired students from the various secondary schools at the workshop to work hard 
to achieve their full potentials and urged parents and teachers to provide the students the necessary 
guidance and support so that they might also be worthy of being admitted to the University of Ilorin. 
 

Speaking on the benefits of the workshop, Dr. Olasehinde-Williams said the lectures would make 
participants know more about HIV/AIDS, assist people who are negative to remain negative, avail those 
who are HIV positive of treatment opportunities, encourage people to develop positive attitudes to people 
living with HIV/AIDS and offer participants an opportunity of knowing their HIV/AIDS status at no cost.
