simple subject that can be learnt by anyone if properly taubid.ig the opinion expressed by

Dr. Brent Everitt of the University of York, United Kingdongt the end of the series of
lectures delivered in the past two weeks at the Degattof Mathematics, University of llorin.

According, to he visiting schole, the University of llorin experience he had ' fantastic andits
hospitality was superb. He added that his personal expetiadcevealed to him that his family’s fears
when he was about to come to Africa were unfounded.

The expert Mathematician, who was visiting Africa/Nigdoathe first time, disclosed that various news
of religious tensions, Niger Delta unrest and corruption circulaimgut Nigeria made his family, his

mother particularly, worry when he told her he was visiting Négen the Mentoring African Research in

Mathematics (MARM).

He said at the end of the whole excersice, he feltldfiatnd would like to come back. He disclosed that
there is a far cry between what he saw and read in the amedvshe actual situation, typified by the
University of llorin.

During the academic visit, Dr. Everitt delivered lectudady on “symmetry and partial symmetry under
group theory”, his area of specialisation, beginning on the dagtwith 200 level students. The grand
finale was held last Friday (October 16, 2009) in a lectureeateld to 400 level and postgraduate students
of the University.

In Dr. Everitt's opinion, it does not take a genius to learatidmatics. He added that while pure
mathematics may appear not to proffer immediate solutionshurttan challenges, it is as valuable as
poetry or any area of specialisation in giving succour to the humanHe said that the University of
llorin, through its former Head of Mathematics Departmerdf.RD. M. Bamigbola, and the current one
Prof. T. M. Adeniran, is a lucky beneficiary of the scheiiifee University of llorin, he added, is the only
Nigerian University in the programme .

He appreciated the enthusiasm of the students to learn jh&t dsscribed the University campus as a
lovely and conducive place to learning. He also observed that tiversity staff are dedicated to their
duties from the much he had seen during his stay.

On top of the dungeons is the main courtyard, there you would seesitienae of the soldiers, the merchants
and the priests. Above the courtyard were the apartments obteengr and the deputy governor. When you
looked down from the top, you would see the female courtyard. Anytimgotrernor and his men wanted to
satisfy their libido, the captives would be forced from the dungetaghe courtyard and the Europeans would
make their choices from the balcony above: The choice would bedluwsttewater and cleaned up in the open,
then moved upstairs for Europeans’ pleasure. If you had thediedoine, EImina Castle would melt it.

Philip later led us through the darkness of the dungeons into the roamretum. We meandered our ways in
the dark through the light of our handsets until we came to the Muambhwas the room the captives would pass
through after a month or two without much food and water. The ship woutd ard they would pass, one by
one, through the narrow door known as the ‘door of no return’. If you passed thhatigioor as a captive, it
was your last time of seeing Africa. When you left thetlEai& was the beginning of another horrific journey of
the “middle pasage” through the Atlantic till you worked to death orvaéineus plantations in the Americas. |
peeped through the door of no return and beheld the vast void and lveeke beyond it. With chained hands
and legs in Europeans ships, men and women from the Castlenade lie side by side in the decks here.

The Portuguese, led by Captains Joao Satarem and Pedro D’essbbzerthed in Elmina in 1471 and in 1482
built the fort, which later became the Castle, naming érdfteir patron saint Sao Jorge (Saint George) in Portugal.
The Saint George Castle or ElImina Castle occupies 2.82 ecrsome 100,952 feet. Still an architectural edifice
despite its age, the castle consists of three courtyardsdime the inner and the service courtyards. As soon as
you entered the main coutyard, at your right is the Church.

When you turn to your immediate right, you encounter two cells,
strikingly different.One with a strong metal door well perfodate
was for European soldiers that misbehaved. | was insidehii

a little ventilation. The other cell, on top of which was a lskntl
crosshones, was for the slaves who attempted to fight for
freedom. Its own thick metal door was barely perforated. When |
entered the cell and it was locked, day turned instantlygiot.ni
There was no ventilation at all inside. There, Africans wdg
abondoned without food until they died. You could be ten in that
dingy room. If your partner died before you, you would watch his
cadaver swell until you died your own death because you peeped out through the door of no return and

certainly not last beyond three days! beheld the vast void and ocean that lie beyond it

The Elmina Castle is directly connected to the transhfilaslave trade which available records show began
1441, during which the first set of slaves were captured by the diagrBortuguese. These slaves, barefooted
and chained to one another, would walk across the desert anditiseefpiaseveral months with little food and
water till they reached Elmina. It was the survivalla fittest and many of them died enroute, with the sick and
weak ones abandoned to the mercy of the ferocious wild aimal

When the Africans reached Assin Manso, a village of some 5@istance from Elmina, they were given a ‘last
bath’ after which they were hauled into the Castle dungeonse ™ere male and female dungeons where
human being were made to live on cold concrete floors with no profesdailet. They urinated and deficated
and mentrated there. If you were in the dungeons and your senselbfy®u could still perceive the odour of
blood. Any recorded death was prombly evacuated and throwrhantacean. (Contd. on page 8)
