have made the University of Ilorin scientists and scholars team up on the BRAIN Project. 

 

According to the Coordinator of the Brain Research Artificial Intelligence Network (BRAIN) Project, Dr. 
K. O. Ghazal, the project is a multidisciplinary research effort with a focus on neuroscience, (teaching), 
artificial brain design, artificial intelligence and learning techniques. 
 

Speaking at a seminar organised last Wednesday (September 8, 2009) by the BRAIN Project group, Dr. 
Ghazal disclosed that “the brain has been considered as the last frontier in biological science, 
necessitating its study for the better understanding of its energy efficiency, medical applications, effective 
computational principles, artificial intelligence, human-computer interaction and many more.”

In the lecture, which was a reaction to the news that a student of the 
University had committed suicide in mysterious circumstances, Prof. 
Oladosu, who is also the Director of Academic Planning of the 
University, noted that sharing the grim reality of life and the 
difficulties the parents themselves faced would place the children in 
good stead to face the challenges that  life might put in their way.   
            
Apart from being a  psychological  boost to the youths who might be 
facing one crisis or the other, the Chief Imam of the University 
added that such a heart-to-heart  interaction would guide the youths 
through their journey through the dark alleys of life.

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Unilorin lecturers set to stop ATM fraud

He added that as an interdisciplinary project involving the efforts of educational technologists, 
psychologists, behavioural scientists, imaging scientists, neuroanatomists, neurophysiologists, 
mathematicians, computer scientists, architects, and electrical/and mechanical engineers, the project is 
meant to enhance the culture of research enshrined in the University of Ilorin, galvanise the emerging 
field of neuroscience in Africa, practically solve the problems of Automatic Teller Machine (ATM) fraud 
and develop the factory apparatus software that will replace some cumbersome assessment processes. 
 

The seminar, which came on the heels of a previous one held at the Department of Anatomy on August 
12, 2009, featured presentations by lecturers from various Departments of the University. 
 

Revealing that modeling of information pathway in the brain is an important but enormous research, Dr. 
Eric Femi of the Department of Electrical Engineering in his paper,“Brain Modelling: Circuit 
Implementation of Communication Path” disclosed that brain modelling is promising in reinforcing 
knowledge and for developing teaching aids.  
 
Dr. Femi presented a model circuit with a sensory processing unit called a transducer which could process 
visual, auditory and lactory signals to be put in ear, nose or eye and process the signal for appropriate 
action, a research field similar to what another member of the group, Dr. Abdullahi Jimoh, did in a paper  
entitled “Artificial Brain Research: Building from Brain Definition.”  
 

In their joint paper, “On the Uniqueness of the Anatomistic Structure of Iris Recognition”, Dr. Kamil 
Abdulrauf and Dr. Joseph Omolehin of the Department of Mathematics posited that the security system of 
an organisation speaks volumes on the organisation and that while no perfect security system exists, their 
research on facial recognition particularly focusing on the human iris will take security to new heights. 
According to the dons, their study is very important in the all-important socio economic development of 
the society which is today built on ICT.  They disclosed that the uniqueness principle in mathematics 
would be the basis of collaboration with medical anatomy in the use of iris for its uniqueness to each 
human being. 
 

In his own presentation at the seminar, Mr. James Ashaolu revealed that the BRAIN project is open to all 
interested researchers and that scholars can key into it in any of the three broad segments of the project 
namely, philosophy, basic neuroscience and computational/technological science.  Mr. Ashaolu, who is a 
Ph.D student in the Department of Anatomy, further observed in his paper entitled “Anatomical Basis of 
Brain Modelling” that the collaborative project is important. He submitted that the inaccessibility of the 
naked eye to the busy brain in order to observe the way it works makes collaboration imperative so as to 
advance the frontiers of knowledge. 
 

Speaking at the occasion, Dr. Raymond Ogunade of the Department of Religions alerted the scientists to 
the sensitive nature of their project. He cited the controversy that trailed the efforts of the pioneer 
researchers in artificial intelligence who faced serious challenges coming from the United States senate.  
He sensitised the scholars not to lose sight of the view of theologians on such researches.  He also 
enjoined the researchers to base their studies on the African perspective so as not to duplicate efforts of 
the advanced countries.

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THE ENGINE OF LIFE 
Text of the Address delivered by the Vice-Chancellor, University of Ilorin, Ilorin, Professor Is-haq O. 

Oloyede, on the Occasion of the Opening Ceremony of the Annual Civil Engineering Conference 
organised by the Department of Civil Engineering on Wednesday August 26, 2009 at the Auditorium, 

University of Ilorin. 
 

It is an immense pleasure for me to welcome you too, as I had reason to say recently, august visitors to 
the University of Ilorin in the month of August. The University deems it an honour for you to be here 
today, and for the rest of the conference, in furtherance of this important academic exercise, a core 
component of our calling as academics. It is our collective resolve at the University of Ilorin to 
continually provide platforms for the meeting of minds and the cross-polination of ideas that will impact 
on our today and shape our tomorrow. On behalf of us all at the University of Ilorin, I welcome you most 
sincerely. 
 
Let me begin by commending the Department of Civil Engineering under the able headship of Dr. S.A. 
Raji for conceiving and delivering to us this national conference. If I am not mistaken, this is the third 
time in this year alone that the Department is providing an ample opportunity for the academic exchange 
of ideas. There was a workshop held early this year where the Kwara State Coordinator of Raw Materials 
Research and Development Council (RMRDC) was invited as a resource person. This was quickly 
followed by an innovative e-conference, the first of its kind in the University, where conference papers 
were presented online with participants and contributors from both the academia and the public 
conferring  from the United States of America, United Kingdom, China and various parts of Nigeria. That 
we are gathered here today for an annual conference organised by the same Department is an eloquent 
testimony of the dynamism and resourcefulness of the Department. I congratulate Civil Engineering 
Department and the academic leadership provided there and I urge other Departments to tow the same 
line. 
 
Distinguished ladies and gentlemen, it is well known to those that know that Civil Engineering involves 
the application of basic scientific and technological principles to the design and construction of facilities 
necessary for the welfare of the society; that it is concerned with such projects as mass movement of 
people through railways, harbours and docks, connecting communities through road systems and bridges, 
providing treated water and wastewater treatment, conserving and controlling water through the 
construction of dams. As such, civil engineers are important in the construction of tunnels, mining 
facilities, power projects, offshore structures, and in the design and construction of complex domestic, 
commercial, and industrial buildings. It is obvious, therefore, that engineering is involved in everything 
whether it is built on the ground or inside the ground and it is apposite, nevertheless appropriate, to say 
that engineering is development and development is engineering. 
 
In the light of the foregoing, you will thus agree with me that a large proportion of the problems  
confronting this country are engineering problems. Whether a building collapses killing several people or 
roads are badly designed or construsted, resulting in fatalities; whether electricity is epilectic or water 
supply is erratic; whether our products are attractive or people prefer foreign products, it is incontestable 
that engineers play a great role in the making of a nation. There is no way one would be in Abuja or Paris, 
Kuala Lumpur or London, New York or Madrid without appreciating the work of engineers, paticularly 
civil engineers, in the development of such and several other cities. 
 
I believe that our engineers still need to do more to make life better and make their impact felt more in 
Nigeria. That is why I am impressed that the issue of curriculum development towards meeting vision 
20:2020 was brought to the front burner in the previous online conference of the Department and this time 
around, the same Department is thematising its impacts on national development, with the hope, I believe, 
that strategies that will make Nigeria truly developed infrastructurally and technologically will be 
addressed. There is no doubt that a crucial component of developing this country lies essentially in re-
engineering our way of doing things.

The notion of development, to me, is generally physical and psychical, or consists of the external and the 
internal. All that we often emphasise is physical development in its ramifications: national, social, 
environmental, economic, etc. It is often assumed, consciously or unconsciously, that the development of 
the internal domain of the human mind, the phyche, is not important. This is a fatal error because without 
the internal, the external is in vain. National development in Nigeria is contrained to a large extent by the 
lack of the development of the human soul and the effect of such lack manifests in all forms of 
criminality, corruption, injustice and everything antithetical to development that are observable in the 
country. Ultimately, of what relevance is going into the space when the little space within us is yet to be 
fully explored? What is the benefit of going nuclear, a race among some countries now, when just the 
nuclear family cannot be maintained by many? While this is not to say that space exploration and nuclear 
technology are unimportant, it is rather to emphasise that one comes before the other and first things 
should be done first. The engine of life is God consciousness and if the engine is good and serviced, the 
sky cannot be the limit. But if the engine of life is faulty or dead in a person, then the situation of things 
becomes grave. 
 

It is in this respect that I think this conference, which is truly national and successful  through the 
participation of scholars and professionals from different parts of the country, as reflected in the abstracts 
booklet, would have even attracted more participants if it is not held in this month of Ramadan. This is 
because this is a month in which many people including several engineers, are re-engineering, or if you 
prefer, ‘rebranding’ their souls, with a view to achieving spiritual or psychical development. I want to 
suggest that next time, the organisers should consider this factor, which I am sure will make more 
participants to come, especially those who are not based in Ilorin. 
 

It is time for us all to ensure that the engine of  life, which everybody has or can have, is kept working 
always. It is time for us to appreciate the crucial roles we play in our different areas in re-inventing the 
nation through our commitment to excellence in whatever area we are. It is time for us to ask ourselves of 
the roles we play in the development of the country and determine how effectively and efficiently we play 
such roles. It is time for engineers to practise the profession well so that our buildings would not collapse 
during or just after construction, our bridges would not crumble and our roads would be well tarred. I 
know that this is a collective effort and I know that all stakeholders have roles to play, not just the 
engineers. 
   
Lastly, as I welcome you to “CIVIL 2009” and declare this conference open, I am sure that if we are civil 
in our ways, there will be no evil in our society. Once again, I welcome you to the University of Ilorin 
and I wish you civil conference proceedings.
