n what observers and pundits have described as unprecedented in the annals of the Nigerian university 
system, 43 staff of the University of Ilorin were airlifted yesterday to Ghana by the authorities of the 
University of Ilorin to participate in the first University of Cape Coast-University of Ilorin joint 

Conference on Culture, Science and Sustainable Development (CCSSD 2009). The Arik operated flight 
conveying the delegation departed Lagos for Accra at 5:30 p.m. yesterday.  
 

The University authority sponsored the trip fully by providing ground transportation from Ilorin to Lagos. 
It also bears the airfare, registration fees, accommodation and feeding of the participants through-out the 
three-day conference. 
 

The participants, comprising principal officers and members of the International Organising Committe, 
converged at the University of Ilorin GRA Quarters as early as 8:00 a.m. after which they boarded the 
University buses to Lagos.  At Muritala Muhammed International Airport, they were subsequently 
airlifted to Ghana.

43 staff depart Nigeria for Ghana

Investigations by Unilorin Bulletin revealed that not all those the University had arranged to sponsor to 
the conference could eventually make the trip.  While some could not make the journey as a result of 
unforeseen personal programmes clashing with the conference, others could not secure on time some 
essential documents they needed for the journey. 
 
According to the programme of events, the opening ceremony of the Conference, the first of its kind to be 
jointly hosted by the two African Universities, comes up today at 9:00 a.m. under the Chairmanship of the 
former Vice-Chancellor of the University of Cape Coast and Director of the Centre for International 
Studies, University of Ilorin, Prof. Emmanuel Adow-Obeng. 
 
After the welcome address to be delivered by the Vice-Chancellor of the University of Cape Coast, Prof. 
Naana Opoku-Agyemang, and the goodwill message of the President of the Association of African 
Universities and Vice-Chancellor of the University of Ilorin, Prof. Is-haq O. Oloyede, the Ghanaian 
Minister of Education, Mr. Elex Tetty-Enyo, will declare the conference open.   
 
The opening ceremony, which will be held at the Auditorium of the School of Medical Sciences, is 
expected to be attended by top government officials, members of the diplomatic corps, traditional rulers 
and a galaxy of African leading academics. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Tomorrow, participants will break into syndicate groups and present their papers while the closing 
ceremony will be held on Wednesday September 30, 2009 during which the communiqué will be 
presented. 
 
Highlights of the Conference include excursions to Cape Coast and Elmina Castles as well as Kakum 
National Park. 
 
The conference is organised by an International Organising Committee comprising eight evenly 
distributed professors of the two Universities.  They are Professors J.O.B. Atteh, A.G.A.S. Oladosu, Y.A. 
Quadri and L.A. Oladele of the University of Ilorin as well as Professors Kobina Yankson, D.D. Kuupole, 
J.A. Kwarteng amd F.K. Amedahe, of the University of Cape Coast, Ghana. 
 
Prof. Kobina Yankson, a former Pro-Vice Chancellor of the University of Cape Coast and currently the 
Director of Academic Planning and Quality Assurance of the University, is the Chairman of the Comittee. 
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A keynote address, entitled “Fostering Sustainable 
Development in Africa through Culture and Science”, 
will be delivered by the former Executive Secretary of 
the National Universities Commission (NUC) and 
Chairman of Council, Osun State University, Prof. Peter 
Okebukola. 
 

After the keynote address, there will be a tea break to be 
followed immediately by a plenary session in which four 
distinguished academics from Nigeria and Ghana will 
make presentations on different topics around the theme 
of the conference. The plenary session will be co-chaired 
by the Deputy Vice-Chancellor (Academic), University 
of Ilorin, Prof. Kolade L. Ayorinde and his Pro-Vice 
Chancellor counterpart at the University of Cape Coast, 
Prof. Haruna Yakubu.

he Academic Office of the University of Ilorin has organised a pre-registration workshop for all 
academic staff and some administrative staff of the University with a view to addressing likely 
challenges in managing students’ data submitted online. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Prof. Ayorinde highlighted issues concerning adding and dropping courses, the form of  which he said 
Heads of Departments must endorse because they are responsible for all courses taught in the 
Departments.  He also identified some mistakes in data entry by students which result in some of the 
students not getting registered. 
 
The Chairman, ICT Projects Committee, Dr. Olugbenga Mokuolu, disclosed that while a separate portal 
was being be created to cater for the unique programme run by the College of Health Sciences, he said the 
University has perfected a strategy of avoiding identity theft.  
 
He noted that in the last registration exercise, group registration and registration by proxy done by some 
students resulted in some cases of  identity theft whereby funds were transferred from the e-payment 
cards into private accounts and a fraudulent person used an e-payment card of someone else to generate 
recharge cards. Dr. Mokuolu observed that the experience had challenged the University to thwart the 
efforts of such individuals and the portal now has upgraded facilities that would not allow multiple 
registration and identity theft again.
