Leave positive marks, DVC tells office holders  
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University staff are partners in progress – Oyeyemi  
(Contd. from front page) 
The Deputy Vice-Chancellor disclosed that leadership position in the university system is a matter of 
responsibility, recognition and sacrifice, and as such, no material reward is attached other than only being 
an opportunity to contribute to the development of the system.  He revealed further that the University of 
Ilorin has 64 departments which are housed in the ten faculties of Agriculture (six), Arts (seven), Basic 
Medical Sciences (seven), Business and Social Sciences (six), Communication and Information Sciences 
(five), Clinical Sciences (nine), Education (five), Engineering and Technology (five), Law (five) and 
Science, which has nine departments also. 
 
While urging Deans and Heads of Departments to be familiar with their duties or expectations which he 
analysed, he especially emphasised the process and procedure of calculating the Grade Point Average 
(GPA) and Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA) which have constituted a challenge to many 
lecturers.  He tasked the participants to be familiar with, hence avoid, what he called “common errors in 
the computation of results”, which include wrong entries, wrong grade point, wrong multiplication, wrong 
addition of the grade points, wrong division of the total grade points by the total number of credits, 
leaving out some courses registered for, especially carry over course, among others. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Represented at the programme by the Deputy Registrar (Establishment), Mr. E.D. Obafemi, who co-
presented her paper with the Deputy Registrar (Academic), Mrs. F.M. Olowoleni, the Registrar noted that 
“the academic staff and the non-teaching staff are partners in progress” serving the same organisational 
objectives.  She further charged participants to provide a transformational leadership that would convert 
their subordinates to agents of change and progress just as she emphasised the need to follow the “clear-
cut procedures” of internal communication, which require that correspondences should pass through the 
Head of the Department, through the Dean to the Registrar. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Earlier presenting his paper on the “Concepts and Functions of Management in Higher Education” at the 
occasion, the Dean of Education and Professor of Educational Management, David O. Durosaro, had 
conceived management as “what you do when you are planning, programming, directing, regulating, 
financing, staffing, equipping, controlling (personnel, output and time) conducting meetings and 
communicating with others in an organisation to ensure the achievement of set goals”.  (Contd. on page 4) 
 

In her presentation at the programme, entitled “General 
Administrative Duties of HODs, Coordinators, Directors and 
Deans”, the Registrar, Mrs. Olufolake O. Oyeyemi, further 
highlighted the functions of the key officers of the University and 
identified the Senate as the University itself with its multiple 
functions on superintending over the general academic affairs of 
the University. According to her, the Senate organises and 
controls the teaching of the university, disciplines students, 
promotes research, awards degrees, allocates responsibilities, etc.

The Bursar, Mr. Ayo Sijuwola, who presented the “Processes of 
Accessing and Managing Funds” identified the types of funds 
that could be accessed within a financial year which is between 
July 1 and the next June 30, and provided general hints on 
managing the accessed fund.

The Vice-Chancellor noted that the establishment of CREDIT was 
predicated on the need to revive aspects of the University traditions and 
cultures which have been left comatose for some time.  He said by 
putting research, development and training on its top agenda, the 
University hopes that the system would be regenerated, the traditions 
resuscitated and the culture rejuvenated for the staff, students and the 
University at large.  He added that while much of the decay has often 
been attributed to the paucity of funds, the real problem lies in lecturers 
facing their duties so that the real academic culture, alien to many now, 
would be brought back into the Nigerian university system.

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In his welcome address, the Director of CREDIT,  who is also the newly-elected Dean of Postgraduate School 
of the University, Prof. Isaac O. Abimbola, congratulated the newly-appointed participants and listed the 
functions of his Centre via-a-vis: grant and monitor research funds from the Senate Research Grant; attract 
grants from public and private sectors, locally, nationally and internationally for research and training 
activities; encourage and oversee research fairs and exhibitions; coordinate research discoveries and 
inventions, patenting and commercialization of research products; implement existing agreements between the 
University of Ilorin and other institutions of higher education or other bodies relating to research, development 
and training programmes; cooperate with other national and inter-national Centres with similar interests; 
organize seminars and workshops for staff; organize seminars and workshops for students; and carry out any 
other related duties assigned by the Vice-Chancellor, from time to time. 

 

According to Prof. Abimbola, “Research and Development are major aspects of the functions historically 
associated with Universities worldwide.  Also, work force education is becoming an in-thing among nations of 
the world.  Any nation, therefore, that intends to be ranked among the first twenty economies in the world by 
the year 2020 cannot afford not to pay due attention to research and development and continuous training and 
retraining of its workforce.” 
 

Also speaking at the programme attended by the most senior Professors in the University, the former Deputy 
Vice-Chancellor, Prof. Luke Edungbola, observed that the hallmarks of the academics are respect, credibility, 
creativity and integrity.  He canvassed the regeneration of the academia through a strict avoidance of the vices 
engendered by money, harassment and examination misconduct.  He noted that the Vice-Chancellor, Prof. Is-
haq Oloyede, is a believer in best practices and that with the commitment of all, the University of Ilorin, which 
is a great University already, will continue to be great.  

In her vote of thanks at the occasion, Dr. 
(Mrs) A. A. Jekayinfa expressed the 
appreciation of CREDIT and the 
University to the resource persons, who 
include busy principal officers, and the 
participants.  She expressed satisfaction 
that the programme, which lasted the 
whole day, would make a difference in the 
administrative duties of the participants.

Change with time or be ‘off the world map’, by Duro saro

Prof. Durosaro identified the goal of higher education management in Nigeria as the production of highly-
skilled manpower in order to achieve rapid national development.  He submitted that a higher educational 
institution like the University of Ilorin is a social system and the dimensions of managing the institution 
are seven, which he presented in a model of interlocking circles: pedagogical, political, economic, 
psychological, sociological, bureaucratic and philosophical. 
 

The Dean of Education noted that the nature of academic governance in the University system requires 
that strict legal boundaries guiding the functions and roles of various organs be clearly studied and strictly 
obeyed and enjoined modern managers of Higher Education institutions to change with time in order not 
to be “off the world map”.  A sound manager, he concluded, “must be able to discern between facts and 
fallacy, doubt and dogma, double-thinking and double-talking within this framework of the peculiarities 
in higher education management in Nigeria.” 
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Describing the Vice-Chancellor as a rigorous, energetic and 
forward looking academic, Prof. Olayemi observed that Prof. 
Oloyede would have loved to receive the delegation if not that 
he had to do some national assignment outside Ilorin.  He 
gave the delegation the assurance of the University 
management that it would do all necessary things to make the 
conference a huge success. 
 
He revealed that the University is planning to establish a field 
camp of international standard in Share, where the exchange 
of scholarship and the promotion of geoscientific knowledge 
would be advanced.

Speaking with Unilorin Bulletin after the programme, one of the participants and acting Head of English 
Department, Dr. (Mrs) Victoria A. Alabi, described the orientation as “a very good interaction, reminder 
and  reinforcement.” She said it was additional knowledge for the old hands and a timely workshop for the 
new ones. According to her, “the documents and the salient comments arising from the programme should 
be made into a ready handbook” while  she suggested that  the seminar should be conducted yearly.

Shedding further light on the issue, the Chairman, Kwara State Chapter of the NIM, Elder J.O. Akinola, 
thanked the Vice-Chancellor and identified the procedural problem.  He said the University chapter would 
also appreciate that as an Institute statutorily charged with the regulation of management, it would be 
understandable why internal procedures within the Institute should be followed. 
 

In his response, the Vice-Chancellor thanked the NIM for the kind words about the University and 
acknowledged the hardwork put in by the Deputy Registrar (Academic), Mrs. F.M. Olowoleni, who he 
referred to as the de facto Chairman of the Unilorin Chapter, and her team. 
 

Prof. Oloyede noted that though the importance he attaches to the N.I.M. made him to seek exemption 
from a meeting he should be attending in Abuja, he was convinced beyond any reasonable doubt that 
whatever should be done in any situation should be done and on no account should organisational due 
process be breached. 
 

The Vice-Chancellor revealed that he always appreciates people who call a spade a spade and that is why, 
regardless of what people may think of him, he would always say his mind clearly without any ambiguity 
like one of his late teachers, Prof. Ismail Balogun. 
  
Prof. Oloyede added humour to the event by giving the analogy of a man who introduced his fiancée to 
his friends for their comments, and one of them spoke on their behalf that if one looked at the lady 
deeply, one would know she is a very beautiful person.  The Vice-Chairman narrated further that after the 
marriage, the friends blamed themselves for not telling their friend the truth about his ugly wife when he 
introduced her earlier to them for their comments.  The spokesperson then replied that they had actually 
warned their friend because a beautiful woman would not need being looked at deeply before one would 
know she truly is.

Oseni knocks Boko Haram 
he Dean of Arts and Chief Imam of Auchi, Prof. Zakariyau I. Oseni, has described the doctrine of 
Boko Haram as an abberation while noting that Islam as a way of life is knowledge-driven, with 
scholars having the grace of being “heirs of the prophets, the models of piety, the trustees of God 

on earth.” 
 

Prof. Oseni gave this disclosure in a Friday sermon entitled “Of the contributions of Muslims to world 
scholarship” delivered recently in Auchi, a copy of which was made available to Unilorin Bulletin. 
  
According to the Professor of Arabic, since the inception of the historical Islam in 610 C.E., many 
Muslim scholars have risen in different fields, contributing meaningfully to world scholarship, the 
examples of who he gave as: 
 

Khalil b. Ahmad al-Farahidi was a first-class philologist who wrote on grammar, prosody and 
lexicography. His Arabic dictionary, Kitab l-‘Ayn, was one of the first to appear in world history. 
Sibawayh is one of the greatest grammarians the world had ever produced. His encyclopaedic work on 
grammar is simply known as al-Kitab (The Book). 
 

Other Muslim scholars who have left their footprints of scholarship on the sands of time, according to 
Prof. Oseni, are Ibn Sina’, Ibn Rushd and Imam al-Ghazal who were great philosophers who studied 
Socrates and Plato and who European scholars immensely benefitted from; Jabir b. Hayyan, known as 
Geber to Europe, was a great chemist; Muhammad b. Zakariyya al-Razi, known as Rhazes, was a great 
scholar of chemistry, philosophy and mathematics while Abdul-rahman ibn Khaldun is regarded as the 
father of sociology due to his contributions to the social sciences, and whose Muqaddimah (Prolegomena) 
and Kitabu al-Ibar (A Book of Reflections) are still relevant today. 
 

While noting that the Arabic numerals used in the West today serve as a testimony of what Islam further 
contributed to scholarship, the Dean urged Muslims to allow their children to study Islam, the sciences, 
arts and technology as they shun ideas that suggest to the contrary.
